Currently I am employed as Director of International Flight Operations for a corporate flight department operating the Citation Longitude. Prior to this, I completed a fifteen-month contract as Chief Operations Officer of a growing 135 company in Jakarta, Indonesia. During my tenure with this company, I negotiated its flight permissions into other nations, expanded its fleet size, renewed its AOC, refined its maintenance and quality control procedures, and began preparing it to achieve ISBAO level 1, and ARGUS Platinum certification.
